Gone are the guilt, the regret, the
shame, and the pain of the past. Even if your life has been a mess, now God gives you a new start, a
clean slate. It feels like walking from a dark room through a door into brilliant light.

There are still challenges ahead. It’s not always easy to be a Christian. And there are many things to
learn. But what an adventure! So let’s get started. Inside you will find some of the key principles that
guide us in our Christian life. Take these to heart; begin to put them into practice. And remember,
even if it all seems challenging, you can do it!
